DIANETICS 
In May 1950, "Dianetics, Modern Science of Mental 

Health" burst into the English-speaking world, shatter­
ing forever the barriers into the unknown territory of 
the human mind. 

This book by L. Ron Hubbard, the result of 20 years 
of work and research into the realm of the human mind, 
was eagerly accepted and continued on the best seller 
list week after week.

Millions of lives were changed for the better through 
the resolving of major anxieties and mental aberrations. 
The early Dianetic Auditor helped many a Preclear 
become happier and more able. 

So Mankind took its first step along the Road to 
Total Freedom. 

These Dianetic successes in the realm of the human 
mind were and continue to be the solid base on which 
L. Ron Hubbard built the structure of Scientology and 
the Route to Clear and Operating Thetan. 

The promise was made and was being fulfilled. 

SCIENTOLOGY 
Scientology was the natural advancement of 

Dianetics. Having achieved unprecedented success 
with the application of Dianetics in the field of the 
human mind, L. Ron Hubbard nevertheless continued 
his research. He had observed during the course of 
Dianetic Auditing that an inexplicable phenomenon 
kept recurring with unavoidable frequency, which 
could not be attributed as a result of addressing the 
human mind. Relentlessly compiling this phenomena , 
and researching into thousands of Dianetic case his­
tories, L. Ron Hubbard made his historic breakthrough 
into the realm of the Human Spirit. Here at last was 
the proof that philosophers and religionists had been 
contending over throughout the ages. L. Ron Hubbard, 
with incontrovertible proof, was able to lay to rest the 
materialistic philosophies which maintained that Man 
was animated matter. 

There was no doubt. Man is basically a spirit. 

But knowing this was not enough. He then con­
tinued his research to develop the technology and 
procedures by which Man could gradually and stably 
achieve increasingly higher states of awareness and 
existence. 

Thousands of grateful and relieved people demanded 
Scientology auditing. 

Where Dianetics brings the aberrated person to the 
state of capable human being, Scientology takes him 
from there to a state of Total Freedom and Total 
Beingness. At Saint Hill and in the nineteen Scientology 
Organizations throughout the world, Academies offer 
courses in Basic Dianetics and Advanced Scientology. 
Professional auditors are trained to skill and precision. 
Ever pursuing the goal to make Clear and Total Free­
dom possible for Mankind, L. Ron Hubbard continued 
to correlate and refine the data and techniques. Power 
Processing, which was introduced in May 1965, was 
the technical triumph which brought the person to the 
state of Release and awareness where he could then be 
trained to audit himself, erase the Reactive Bank, and 
attain the State of Clear. 

Today there are over 130 Clears, and more are being 
checked out almost daily. Despite the magnitude of 
L. Ron Hubbard's work, the Route to Clear is not a 
discouragingly long one. With good training and 
application Clear can be achieved within six months 
to two years. 

So L. Ron Hubbard has fulfilled his promise of Clear. 

AND BEYOND 

For thousands of years men have sought the state of 
complete spiritual freedom from the endless cycle of 
birth and death and have sought personal immortality 
containing full awareness, memory and ability as a 
spirit independent of the flesh. 

The dream of this in Buddha's time was called 
"Bodhi", being the name of the tree under which he 
attained such a state. 

But due to the unknown presence of the reactive 
mind and its effect upon the spirit as well as the body, 
such periods of freedom were difficult to attain and 
were, as we have found, temporary. 

Further, few could attain even this temporary state 
and those who did acquired it at the cost of decades of 
self-denial and personal discipline. 

In Scientology this state has been attained. It has 
been achieved not on a temporary basis, subject to 
relapse, but on a stable plane of full awareness and 
ability, unqualified by accident or deterioration. And 
not limited to a few. 

By eradicating the reactive mind we not only achieve 
in the state of Clear an erasure of the seeming evil in 
Man, who is basically good, we have overcome the 
barriers which made it so difficult to attain total 
spiritual independence and serenity. 

We call this state "Operating Thetan". To operate 
something is to be able to handle it. Thetan is from the 
Greek letter "theta" the traditional philosopher's 
symbol (from the letter in the Greek alphabet "theta" 9) 
of thought, spirit or life. Thus it means a being who as 
a spirit alone can handle things. 

The definition of the state of Operating Thetan is 
"Knowing and willing cause over Life, Thought, 
Matter, Energy, Space and Time." 

As Man is basically good, despite his evil reactions 
to his reactive mind, a being who is Clear becomes 
willing to trust himself with such abilities. And in any 
case none can have more power than they can control. 

In Scientology a Clear can walk his way to Operating 
Thetan, not in the decades demanded even by a tem­
porary state in past ages, but within months or at most 
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a year or so. And when he attains the state he is no 
longer subject to sudden and inexplicable collapses as 
occurred 2,500 years ago. One is able to attain and 
retain the desirable condition. 

Not the least of the qualities of O.T. is personal and 
knowing immortality and freedom from the cycle of 
birth and death. 

The concept is rather vast for immediate grasp but 
chiefly because one has hoped and bad his hope for 
this turned to despair and his despair turned to a total 
apathy concerning it too often down the ages to do 
more than extend a tremulous wonder. 

But the way is true and plainly marked and all one 
needs to do is to place his feet upon the first rung of 
the ladder of Dianetics, ascend by Scientology to Clear 
and then walk upward to and far beyond the stars. 

It is quite impossible to overstate the importance of 
such news. 2,500 years ago a statement similar to this 
and almost impossible to attain brought civilization to 
three-quarters of Asia. 

Yet day by day, Clears enrolled on the "O.T. Course" 
at Saint Hill are walking that ladder and have already 
begun to reach the stars. 

It is quite true. And quite attainable on the well 
marked road of modern Scientology. 

CLEARING COURSE FILMED 
In order to help Southern Africa and provide data to future 

students at Saint Hill, Ron organized a special Clearing Course 
for South African students early last spring. The main purpose 
of this Course was to get information and demonstrations 
recorded on film while at the same time getting eleven more 
students started on the Clearing Course. (No other out of 
Saint Hill Clearing Courses are planned.) 

For the event Jenny Edmonds, Clearing Course Supervisor, 
flew out to Southern Africa and Reg Sharpe went along to make 
the films. All the students were graduates of the Saint Hill 
Special Briefing Course and, immediately prior to being accepted 
for the Clearing Course, they concentrated on getting their 
technology and case levels up to the required standard. John 
McMaster, Divisional Organizer for Qual. W.W., was there to 
check the candidates both case and technology-wise. There 
were no failures and the following moved on to the Clearing 
Course: 

Henry Blumenthal, Joan Bristow, Anne Bergin, Molly 
Jelley, June Kay, Jane Kember, Stella King, Els Mellett, 
John Morshead, Dave Perelson, Ray de la Rey, Vi Fleming. 
The Course differed from the usual procedure only inasmuch 

as they were started in Southern Africa instead of coming to 
Saint Hill. In all other respects the Course is exactly the same. 
However, the students did have the privilege of being present 
at the filming of Ron giving the lectures. These films will be 
shown to all Clearing Course students—past and present. 

History was made on this occasion as, in addition to the 
lectures, Ron made a film of one of his actual auditing sessions. 
This was no small feat—getting "into session" with the distrac­
tion of a film camera over his shoulder. It was not practical to 
have a cemara or sound man present, so he had to start all this 
up himself. To add to his difficulties, a motor cyclist decided 
to test out his bike without silencer outside the window of the 

room Ron was using. However, despite all these difficulties, 
the film was made and will be of inestimable value to Clearing 
Course students. 

The time has come to make known the terrific sacrifices Ron 
has made in order to get the Clearing Course technology 
assembled. To have researched the reactive bank, discovered 
its constitution and produced the means for anyone to rid him­
self for ever of the reactive bank and its destructive liabilities 
was in itself a stupendous task achieved at the cost of much 
personal suffering at a time when he was assailed by numerous 
formidable organizational problems but, as if that were not 
enough, he purposely refrained from completing his own 
clearing until he was satisfied that anyone embarking on the 
Road to Clear could follow and successfully complete the 
routine. 

The reason for this was that he needed his reactive bank to 
experiment with should any student come up with a difficulty 
which the standard technology would not resolve. Fortunately 
this was not necessary—the technology was proved correct. So 
at last, with twenty students successfully completed (many more 
by the time you read this)—twenty Clears representing all types, 
shapes and sizes—Ron decided it was safe for him to take care 
of the final level of his own case. 

Now we have the means whereby anyone coming up through 
the levels with technology which is standard and specific can 
rapidly and smoothly attain Total Freedom. 

Much has been said and written by Clears trying to express 
the feeling of Total Freedom. Suffice it to say that it is beyond 
anything you have imagined. 

It is up to you now. 
Get on with your training and auditing. 
You too can make it.

Fantastic news for all Clearing Course students and prospective Clearing Course stu­
dents—you can now be checked out for Clear in your own Continental Area. Ron has just 
introduced the system of Continental Clear Checks whereby a Clearing Course student 
who is going for a Clear Check can do so in his or her own Continental Area. 

The Clear Check is given by a Clear who has been specially appointed by Ron and has 
been technically trained to do Clear checkouts.

JULIA SALMEN, Clear No. 108, has been appointed Continental Clear Checker for the 
Western United States. 

KEN SALMEN, Clear No. 109, has been appointed as Deputy Continental Clear 
Checker for the Western United States. Clear checkouts will be given at the Los Angeles 
Organization. 

CHRIS WEIDEMAN, Clear No. 38, has been appointed Continental Clear Checker 
for Africa. 

JOY OLLEMANS, Clear No. 103, has been appointed Deputy Continental Clear 
Checker for Africa. Clear checkouts will be given at the Johannesburg Organization. 

PHYL STEVENS, Clear No. 106, has been appointed Continental Clear Checker for 
A.N.Z.O. Clear checkouts will be given at the Auckland, New Zealand, Organization. 

This means that one enrols on the Solo Audit Course then the Clearing Course at Saint 
Hill and after he or she is doing well as a Clearing Course student may return to his own 
area to complete the Clearing Course and be checked out Clear in his own Continental 
Area. 

Saint Hill remains the central location for Clear checkouts for those persons who may 
prefer to be checked out at the Worldwide Headquarters of Scientology. Saint Hill is 
the only place where the Solo Audit Course and Clearing Course are available for enrol­
ment and training. 

CLEARING COURSE SUCCESS 

What it means to be Clear

As I sat doing my next to last session on the Clearing Course, I wrote on my auditor's 
report that I could not believe fully that I would ever really be Clear. The magnitude of 
the promised state of being was too great for me to fully appreciate that I could reach it. 
Yet, a few hours later, the next day, I suddenly realized that I had made it. 

What does it mean to be Clear? It means many things, some of which I am only gradu­
ally becoming aware of. One of the most obvious and important, to me, is the complete 
absence of restimulation. In the past I always recoiled from being around others when they 
were emotionally upset, especially when it was directed toward me. When I was con­
fronted with someone who was angry or upset, I would get a knot in my stomach and a 
great flow of adrenalin, making me feel nervous and shaky. This is not an abnormal res­
ponse. Most people react similarly in arguments or situations which upset them. Today, 
as a Clear, I can say, without doubt, that I will never have such sensations and reactions 
again. I can and have yawned lazily in the face of screaming psychosis . .. and handled it 
in a serene and adequate fashion. 

It is not possible to make a Clear feel fear, anger, grief, or any other low toned emotion. 
I don't think I can even be bored. I can feel these things, but purely at my own choice and 
decision and I can stop them at any time I desire. Most of the time there is serenity and 
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peacefulness. There are other occasions of joyous rapport with others, especially other 
Clears or those who are very close to it. With a Clear you feel you are being fully dupli­
cated . . . understood. 

There is truly no more reactive mind left. It is vanished, gone, erased . . . forever. There 
is no pressure of mass, no sadness, no fury, no anger. Just calm certainty of your state of 
being and your ability to be cause over your life and environment remains. You are fr«e 
to pursue your own goals and to set them without interference from the reactive mind. 
You are fully you; far more so than any release state possible, as wonderful as they are. 
This is the moment of release, only better, more powerful, and prolonged permanently. 
Poetry or music try to touch the fabric of the state of Clear, but they only remind you of it. 

I look around me and see humanity chained to the wheel of its own foolishness and 
wrong actions, and know that there is a way out of the morass of confusion and enturbula-
tion in which our world finds itself. I have made it. I stand outside and look in, free at 
last from the binding ropes and blindfold of the reactive mind. 

What does it mean to be Clear? It is difficult to really tell you, except that it is every­
thing Ron has said it would be and I can think of nothing else that would even begin to 
compare with attaining this state of existence. We owe Ron a great debt for making it 
possible. 

If I have a message to give, it is to spare no effort and waste no time getting on the 
Road to Clear and getting others on it. Don't let your reactive mind stop you or hold you 
back. Its days are numbered and already you can begin to stop paying so much attention 
to it. It's easy to be Clear. Won't you start making plans to get underway? We have a 
WORLD to Clear. Please hurry.

"I know and feel I can communicate with things, that I 
have a much greater affinity and that I am aware of reality. 

I no longer feel 
without individuality." 

Benitez is hoping to have the program sanctioned as an 
official rehabilitation program of the prison. Another 
prison inmate in the Narconon program writes: 

"Whenever I confronted other persons I always felt I had 
to mock up different facial expressions in order to feel more 
secure and comfortable, but through Narconon meetings 
I've become more able, knowing that just 'being there' is 
enough." 

Benitez himself has a 19-year history of dope addiction 
but is now Chairman of the Narconon group. He has 
studied many practices in an attempt to find a way to end 
his addiction but found Scientology the one that worked. 
Benitez is now a Field Staff Member of the Los Angeles 
Org and plans to go there on his release from prison. 
Narconon's goal is non-addiction and a method of relief 
for not only Narconon's 20 members but for all addicts, 
wherever they may be.
