In fact, Islam’s success was fundamentally based on Allah’s Will, Power, Support and
Guidance, the unrivalled great and strenuous efforts, rhetoric, eloquence, honesty,
truthfulness and the firmest Belief of Allah’s Seal Prophet and Apostle Mohamed
(peace be upon him) and the great efforts of the companions of Allah’s Prophet
who fought with him defending the Seal Religion of Islam and the Seal Prophet of
Allah (Glory be to Him).

Besides,
he was one of the bitterest enemies of Muslims who hosted enmity, hatred and
spleen for them so plentifully in his heart that no Muslim could imagine that such a
person would later on - in a few years'time - become the second caliph, the founder
of the greatest state in history, the builder of the greatest civilisation ever known
by humanity and the possessor of the greatest Islamic values, virtues, concepts,
criteria, pure Islam, deep faith and peerless piousness and righteousness.
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It was in the opinion of the unbelievers that Allah’s Seal Prophet and Apostle
Mohamed (peace be upon him) had caused severe harm to the Tribe of Quraysh
by his call to equality and justice by abusing their so-called gods. Hence, Omar
Ibnul Khattab was influenced by that wrong impression and those false ideas and
was consequently filled with both hatred and anger against Prophet Mohamed
(peace be upon him). Therefore, he took his sword and went to seek Allah’s Prophet
and Apostle to kill him. However, Prophet Mohamed (peace be upon him) was
immunised by Allah (Glory be to Him) against his enemies and all enemies of the
seal religion of right, light, justice and equality.

It is actually obvious from Lady Khadeeja’s reaction to all that happened to
Muhammad in the Cave of Hira that she was Muhammad’s honest wife who was
deep in thinking and profound in speculation provided with truth, truthfulness,
sincerity, good-heartedness, stability, balance, thoughtfulness, objectivity,
sublimity, enlightenment, illumination, brightness, intell igence, wisdom,
prudence, depth, profundity, comprehensiveness, goodness, benevolence,
guidance, purity, transparence, discretion, clarity, frankness, positiveness, self-
confidence, right, might, logic, justice, nobility, moral courage, readiness for
heavenly guidance and readiness to believe in all identified as right and sublime
. It was through such rare sublime qualities, traits and characteristics that Lady
Khadeeja Bint - Khuwaylid deserved to be Muhammad’s wife and to gain-later on

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O Water is one of the basic necessities of life. We require plenty of water every day

for drinking, cooking and washing. It is necessary also for cleanliness of homes

and hospitals.

Water is an essential natural resource. It is also liable to fluctuations due to
the annual amount of rainfall, evaporation and the effects of pollution caused
by waterweeds. Therefore, it is vital to carry out projects based on methods that
would ensure a sufficient supply of water. The purpose of such projects should
be directed towards land reclamation, agricultural and other food sufficiency
projects. Although Egypt possesses the River Nile, with its streams, numerous
lakes and large underground reservoirs, it should not ignore the danger of
water shortage.

Thus. Egypt should adopt projects to prevent water shortage in the future.
Vast quantities of water are required to reclaim and irrigate land under
cultivation, operate factories and meet the citizens’ requirements of water for
personal use.

Egypt’s future development, therefore, depends on successfully expanding
its efforts to reclaim and, then, cultivate land in the presently barren regions.
In addition, citizens must be encouraged to populate areas located near the
reclaimed desert land. So, it is necessary to provide these areas with sufficient
supplies of water.

Further, we can save water in our daily life by doing minor acts such as,
putting off the water tap while not in use, use water wisely while bathing, etc.
If each of us start saving water, then together it would have a compound effect
and help in reducing the problem of water crisis.
